NETLOG
Netlog is a program developed to monitor status and activity in a seismic network. Whenever the SEISNET is connecting to a station, a log-file is updated with station statistics like GPS status, station active, transfers of files etc. A new log-file is made on a daily basis.
The Netlog program interprets the file and gives a graphical picture of the status of all the stations that can be reached with SEISNET. 

Each station has its own field with the name of the station and four different “flags” that indicate different information of the station. Each flag uses different colours to indicate the status. Green for ok, orange for warning, red for something wrong and grey for information not available.

An option is to print the log for a specific station or for all stations.

The program is written in Java and runs under Windows, Solaris or Linux.

SEISINFO

Seisinfo is a program developed to show seismological information from different web-sites, slide-shows, video-clips and seismograms from the world wide long period network.

The program can be used as a continuous information monitor of last earthquake registered world wide, or it can be used to explain certain seismological phenomena’s (slide-show). It can be used to show helicorder like plots from some specified long period stations. 
The graphics are updated with a specified refresh rate.

In the current version, the information is downloaded from USGS and University of Bergen with example slide shows and video clips.

The program is written in Java and runs under Windows, Solaris and Linux.

SEISLOG Linux

A new version of SEISLOG for Linux is under development. This version of SEISLOG will have a similar functionality as the version for Windows. The most important new features are:

· the possibility to read data from several digitizers (several serial ports)
· read data from digitizer via Internet (stable and fast line)

· write ringbuffer files and events directly in SEISAN format

· using POSIX threads

· communication with the user through sockets

· embedded version

· embedded version same as desktop version
